ARTICLE 4(2) DIRECTION (REEPHAM)
TOWN AND COUNTRY PLANNING ACT 1990

REEPHAM CONSERVATION AREA ARTICLE 4(2) DIRECTION 2011
WHEREAS Broadland District Council of Thorpe Lodge, 1 Yarmouth Road, Norwich. NR7 0DU (hereinafter called “the Council”), being the appropriate local planning authority for its area, is satisfied that it is expedient that development of the description(s) set out in Schedule II below should not be carried out on certain properties within the Reepham Conservation Area, shown edged red on the attached plan and comprising the dwelling houses and their curtilages described in Schedule 1 hereto, unless permission is granted on an application made under Part III of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

NOW THEREFORE the Council, in pursuance of the power concerned on them by Article 4(2) of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Developments) Order 1995 (Sl 1995/418), HEREBY DIRECTS that the permission granted by those forms of development set out in Schedule II hereto shall not apply to the properties in the Reepham Conservation Area and described in Schedule I to the extent permitted by Article 4(2)-(5) of the 1995 Order and that this Direction may be cited as the “Broadland District Council (Reepham) Conservation Area Article 4(2) Direction 2011.”
SCHEDULE 1

The residential dwellings to which this Direction applies are:

All those dwelling houses within the area edged red on the plan attached to this Direction. 

SCHEDULE II

Development for which planning permission will now be required is the following development which would front a highway, waterway or open space:

Paragraphs (a) to (j) inclusive of Article 4(5) of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 which includes the following:- 

(1) enlargement of dwelling houses including the erection of structures or laying of hard surfaces within their curtilages;

(2) change of materials to external walls of dwelling houses including external doors, windows, window frames, rainwater goods and other external items but excluding the painting of those items where already painted; 

(3) any other alterations to the fenestration and external doors of dwelling houses;

(4) any other alterations to the roofs including chimneys of dwelling houses (including provision of roof lights);

(5) installation of satellite antennae on dwelling houses or within their curtilages;

(6) alterations to, or the demolition of, boundary walls or other means of enclosure;

insofar as such development would front onto a highway, waterway or open space.
